SUBJECT:  FY03 Limited Blanket Approval Authority for Selected Information Technology Equipment/Software

1.  The approval process for purchase of standard and supported IMA equipment/software through utilization of a limited Blanket Approval Authority ITR continues in FY03.

2.  Blanket Approval Authority ITR, Encl 1, provides DOIM authentication for your activity to purchase equipment or software which meets the criteria provided in, Minimum Specification for PC Acquisitions in FY03, Encl 2 and Supported Office Automation Applications, Encl 3, or any forthcoming updates AND which fall within the Government IMPAC charge card dollar threshold of $2500 per vendor or per procurement.  ITR DOIM-02-001 should be noted on documentation for each charge card purchase supported by this authority.  Encl 4 provides a listing of typical items approved via this method.  Purchase of total PC systems will require an e-mail submission to the DOIM office (DOIM_CAPR@eustis.army.mil) for approval.  Requests for nonstandard equipment or software purchases (providing concise justification of need) must also be submitted utilizing this method.

3.  This change in approval procedure will require submission of a monthly report (in the format shown at Encl 5) to the DOIM NLT 10th business day of the month providing information on actual purchases made under this authority, during the previous month.  (Report format may be provided electronically, if desired.)  Negative reports are required.
4.  Purchases exceeding the IMPAC charge card dollar limitation will continue to be submitted via Acquiline PR web.

5.  The approval method for copiers, telephones, pagers, and cellular telephones remains unchanged.
