



In keeping with the “Total Army” concept, each Department of the Army Installation has established a retirement services program.  Fort Eustis has established the Retirement Services Office to serve this purpose.  When Army retirees or family members need help with military matters, they may call or visit this office (Bldg. 662, Phone 878-3648) for assistance.





The Fort Eustis Retiree Council is officially appointed by the Commanding General.  The Council represents Army community retirees, their families and widows/widowers who are served by Fort Eustis.  Council membership includes retired officers, warrant officers, noncommissioned officers and widows and widowers of retirees.
