FORT EUSTIS IDENTIFIES SOLDIER WHO DIED FRIDAY
FORT EUSTIS, VA—A Fort Eustis Soldier died 10:41 a.m. Friday at Mary Immaculate Hospital after Fort Eustis Fire and Emergency Services responded to an emergency call at his barracks.

Sgt. Robert W. Edwards, 27, was a U.S. Army Reservist motor transport operator assigned to the Warrior Transition Unit on post.


Edwards, a native of Columbus, Ohio, was found unconscious in his room at Building 2128. CPR was administered until emergency personnel arrived on the scene, around 9:45 a.m., to continue life-saving techniques and transport him to Mary Immaculate Hospital in Newport News. Upon arrival at the hospital, Edwards’ care was turned over to emergency department staff. He was pronounced dead at 10:41 a.m. The cause of death is pending an autopsy.  


Edwards joined the U.S. Army Reserves in July 2001. He served in Operation Iraqi Freedom in 2004.
