Fort Eustis changes garrison command
FORT EUSTIS, VA. —A change of command ceremony for the Fort Eustis garrison commander is scheduled for 9 a.m. Tuesday, Aug. 11, here at Seay Plaza.

Col. Andrew W. Bowes, outgoing garrison commander, will relinquish command to Col. Glenn K. Grothe, incoming garrison commander. 

The Fort Eustis garrison commander is responsible for the day-to-day operations, safety, security, and living and working conditions of the installation. He maintains a close relationship with leaders from the local military and civilian communities.

His military history is in the Transportation and Logistics Corps, serving in Operation Desert Storm and Operation Iraqi Freedom.
