Fort Eustis holds Grow the Army groundbreaking ceremony
FORT EUSTIS, VA. — A groundbreaking ceremony to begin the construction of a barracks, battalion headquarters and a company operation building as part of the Grow the Army initiative is planned for 9 a.m. Wednesday, March 25, here on Lee Boulevard.   

Brig. Gen. Brian Layer, Fort Eustis commanding general, Col. Andy Bowes, Fort Eustis garrison commander, and Mayor Joe Frank, Newport News mayor, will be the keynote speakers. 


Grow the Army is an initiative to provide additional ground forces to meet strategic demands and mitigate capability shortfalls throughout the Army. 


Fort Eustis will receive an additional 885 Soldiers in the form of a movement control team, headquarters and headquarters company, transportation detachments, a transportation floating craft company, a transportation floating craft maintenance company, and inland cargo transfer companies. The Soldiers began arriving in fiscal year 2008 and will continue to do so through 2009. The facilities to accommodate these new Soldiers are planned for completion in March 2010.
