Joint forces search for overboard Army crewmember
DRUM INLET, N.C. —  Army, Coast Guard and Marine Corps search crews are searching for an overboard Soldier of an Army vessel about 15 miles off Drum Inlet, south of Ocracoke Inlet.

The Army vessel Major General Winfield Scott was on its way to Charleston, S.C., to support a U.S. Navy training mission when a crewmember fell overboard. 


The Major General Winfield Scott is a large tugboat, Series 805, that is manned by a 24-person crew. The vessel is homeported at Fort Eustis, Va.

The vessel contacted Coast Guard watchstanders at Sector North Carolina at 11:20 a.m. Sunday requesting assistance in the search for the crewmember. The crewmember was last seen on the bridge of the vessel. After he disappeared, the entire vessel was searched before declaring a man overboard.


The U.S. Army, Coast Guard and Marine Corps crews searched through the night, and are continuing the search today.
