Fort Eustis breaks ground for TRADOC Headquarters
FORT EUSTIS, VA. —A groundbreaking ceremony for the U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command Headquarters will be held 9 a.m. Thursday, June 4 at Murphy Field. 
TRADOC will move to Fort Eustis from Fort Monroe by 2011 due to the Base Realignment and Closure decision made by Congress in 2005.

The $78-million project is a five-story facility encompassing about 263,676 square feet that will provide command suites, private offices, an emergency operations center, conference rooms, an auditorium and more for approximately 1,260 employees. Another one-story building with 18,841 square feet will provide the TRADOC Band with a training facility that accommodates 66 musicians. 

The design will meet the Army’s Leadership in Energy Environmental Design achieving a silver certification. The development, managed by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Norfolk District, was awarded to Tompkins-Turner Government Services.
