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Fort Eustis hosts Recycled Structural Composite Bridge Media Day
FORT EUSTIS, Va. – A media day for the new Recycled Structural Composite Bridges is scheduled here Thursday, May 27, from 1 to 3 p.m.  

During the event, members of the media are invited to speak with subject matter experts from the Fort Eustis Directorate of Public Works, the main contractor Centennial Contractors Enterprises, Inc., and the producers of the Recycled Structural Composite material Axion International Holding, Inc. about the design and construction of the bridges. Members of the media will also view and may take photos and video of a U.S. Army Transportation School and Center 120-ton locomotive pass across the bridge. 


The two new bridges are the first of their kind in the U.S. They are made completely of RSC, a nearly 100 percent recycled material made of post-consumer and industrial plastics. 

The Fort Eustis Directorate of Public Works, through Centennial, has been overseeing the work of various contractors, to include Axion, English Construction Company, Inc., B&R Contractors, McCallum Testing, Parsons Brinckerhoff and Innovative Green Solutions, on the bridges since the contract was awarded in September 2009 for $1.37 million to Centennial.
