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Joint Base Langley-Eustis prepares for Hurricane Earl 
JOINT BASE LANGLEY-EUSTIS, Va.– The 18th Weather Squadron, Detachment 1 is closely monitoring Hurricane Earl’s potential impact on Joint Base Langley-Eustis.

Current forecasts for Hurricane Earl show the storm passing 132 nautical miles east of the Joint Base Langley-Eustis area Friday morning. As of this release, we are expecting tidal surges of 5.5 feet at Langley Air Force Base and 3 feet at Fort Eustis. Sustained winds will reach 35 knots between approximately 1 and 10 a.m. Friday.  Wind gusts may reach 55 knots.

At Langley Air Force Base, most base services will be closed until early afternoon Friday.  Non-mission essential civilian personnel (as determined by commanders) will be authorized delayed reporting until noon Friday; liberal leave afterward is encouraged by supervisors in conjunction with the designated Air Combat Command Family Day.  633d Medical Group's emergency department is expected to remain open throughout the storm. King Street Gate, West Gate and NASA Gate will be closed from 1 to 10 a.m. Friday; LaSalle Gate will remain open.

At Fort Eustis, most installation services will be closed until noon Friday. The Fort Eustis Child Development Center will resume operations at 10:30 a.m. All McDonald Army Health Center services will be closed all day Friday and resume operations Saturday. Gate 2 will not open until 10 a.m. Gate 1 will remain open.  Commanders/Directors will determine duty hours for Mission Essential personnel. Non-essential personnel should plan their commute to arrive for work not later than noon Friday. 
At this time, no evacuation has been directed. All personnel should take final actions to prepare for this storm and continue to monitor hurricane information.
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
