To enter Fort Eustis, those with DOD IDs and vehicle decals will need to proceed through Gate 1 off Fort Eustis Boulevard. Those without DOD IDs and vehicle decals will need to visit the inspection area off  to the right side of Gate 1 to obtain a visitor’s pass. A government-issued ID, such as a driver’s license, and valid vehicle registration and insurance are required to obtain the pass. All vehicles are subject to inspection.
