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UXO discovered on Fort Eustis
FORT EUSTIS, Va. – Around 11 a.m. today, an unexploded ordnance was unearthed by workers in a construction site at the corner of Lee Boulevard and Calhoun Street.

The UXO has been identified as a live 10-inch Navy ammunition round that is believed to be from the pre-World War I era.


Once the UXO was discovered, the Fort Eustis Fire and Emergency Services and the Provost Marshall Office were immediately dispatched to the location. The Military Police set up traffic control points to block traffic and pedestrians from entering the area, while Fire and Emergency Services stood up an Incident Command Center. 

Around 11:30 a.m., the Naval Weapons Station Yorktown and Langley Air Force Base Explosive Ordnance Disposal units arrived at the site. Currently, only the LAFB EOD continues to operate at the site.


There are two possibilities for the recovery of the UXO. First, if the round is found to be live but stable enough, it can be moved to another less-populated area of the installation to be detonated. Finally, if the round is found to be live and not stable enough for removal, an embankment will be created around the UXO to detonate it in the current location. The detonation will cause a loud disturbance. 

Buildings within a 300-meter radius of the UXO site have been evacuated. Fort Eustis continues to monitor the situation closely. 
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
