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UXO to be detonated on Fort Eustis
FORT EUSTIS, Va. – The unexploded ordnance that was found earlier today has been determined stable enough to move for detonation, which will create a loud disturbance around 7 p.m. near the Skiffs Creek area of Newport News on the southwest side of Fort Eustis. 

The UXO will be moved from its current location in the construction site at the corner of Lee Boulevard and Calhoun Street to ranges on the backside of post where it will be buried with sand then detonated. 


The pre-World-War I, 10-inch Navy ammunition round will be transported by a secure vehicle to the range where the Langley Air Force Base Explosive Ordnance Disposal unit will detonate the UXO. 


The Fort Eustis Fire and Emergency Services and the Provost Marshall Office continue to block traffic and pedestrians from entering the construction site. They will also provide security for the transport of the UXO around 6 p.m., asking all post residents on the route of Lee Boulevard, Taylor Boulevard, Harrison Road, Back River Road and Mulberry Island Road to stay indoors during the passing of the UXO  
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
