Fort Eustis hosts media roundtable to discuss suicide prevention

In light of the recent rise in Army suicides, Fort Eustis subject matter experts will talk about the Army-wide suicide safety stand down Feb. 15 to March 15, the chain-teaching program March 15 to July 15, and the Fort Eustis/Fort Story suicide support services and programs available. The experts will also explain the newest suicide prevention tool – “Beyond the Front”, an interactive video that allows Soldiers to role play as Spc. Kyle Norton, a Soldier that faces tough decisions on the road to suicide or recovery. 

Subject matter experts include the chief of Community Mental Health Services at McDonald Army Health Center, the Family and Life chaplain, the 8th Transportation Brigade chaplain and Suicide Prevention Program coordinators.
