The Fort Eustis Thanksgiving meal will be served Thursday, Nov. 26, from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. at the 7th Sustainment Brigade Resolute Café Dining Facility. The cost for the meal is $7. For enlisted service members E-4 and below and their families, the meal is $5.95. Senior Fort Eustis military and civilian leaders will be serving the meal.
