7th Sustainment Brigade returns from Operation Unified Response
FORT EUSTIS, Va. – About 100 7th Sustainment Brigade Soldiers will return from supporting Operation Unified Response during a ceremony 7 p.m. Saturday, March 27, at Anderson Field House.

The brigade has been in Haiti since January reestablishing port operations, establishing and running a distribution network for humanitarian assistance, and recovering the remains of American citizens after a devastating earthquake hit the country Jan. 12.


During the brigade's time in Haiti, the Soldiers logged more than 3,500 nautical miles and moved approximately 1,800 pieces of equipment in support of Operation Unified Response. They also provided more than 12,400 tons of rice to almost 3 million people displaced by the earthquake.

The first wave of approximately 100 7th Sust. Bde. Soldiers returned to Fort Eustis March 20. About another 100 Soldiers will return directly to Joint Expeditionary Base Little Creek – Fort Story (East) Saturday, March 27.  Another wave of about 40 Soldiers will return to Fort Eustis Monday, March 29.
