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UXO detonated on Fort Eustis
FORT EUSTIS, Va. – At about 9 p.m., the unexploded ordnance that was found earlier today was detonated at a range on the back of Fort Eustis near Skiffs Creek. 

The successful detonation of the pre-World War I, 10-inch Navy ammunition round created about an 8-foot long, 6-foot wide, 4-foot deep indention in the ground at the detonation site. The debris from the detonation exploded approximately 1,600 feet into the airspace above the site. 

The Langley Air Force Base Explosive Ordnance Disposal Unit secured the site immediately after the detonation, clearing it of any left-over debris. 

The Fort Eustis Directorate of Public Works Environmental and Natural Resources Division Military Munitions Response Program will now complete an investigation and document the finding of the UXO since the site was not one previously documented as having munitions. 

The installation has returned to normal operations. 
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
