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Fort Eustis breaks ground for CDC during Month of the Military Child
FORT EUSTIS, Va. – A ground breaking ceremony for a child development center will be held 10 a.m. Friday, April 16, on Pershing Avenue in celebration of Month of the Military Child.

The stimulus development, projected at $9.6 million, is funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.

The 232-child-capacity facility will house children 6 weeks to 5 years old. The 26,303-square-foot building will feature indoor and outdoor activity areas, a commercial kitchen, laundry, storage and supply rooms, fire protection and alarm systems, and administrative offices. The project meets the U.S. Green Building Council’s Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design silver certification. 


The design-bid contract was awarded by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Norfolk District to Homeland Contracting Corporation under its Multiple Award Task Order Contract, a five-year $50 million contract.
